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Bowel Flower Forums （大腸花論壇）
● Collaboratively marking a juncture of non-events at the departure of the 

occupation

● Participants self-reflectively revealing their own doings and feelings as the 
forums were developing

● Real-time feedback loop between the online space and the physical space 

● Its significance drawn not from the presence of the core activists, but by their 
desires to be seen and documented with the peripheral of the Movement

● These phenomenal gatherings and their records could be what the 
protesters and their offsprings would remember of the Movement
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
